BULL GEAR AND ROLLER PATH is a single, heavy steel
casting, 9’ in diameter. Teeth are machine cut
for precision mesh . . . smoothest swing and
minimum maintenance. Lower roller path is
integrally cast with bullgear . . . upper roller

path is bolted to the deck with a shear ring
welded to deck, which reduces shear loading
on bolts.

ALL CRANE WEIGHT
CARRIED ON ROLLERS

Weight of the upper machinery, boom
and load is carried entirely on 27 live
rollers, turning between the machined
roller paths . . . Actually a huge roller
bearing. No weight is carried by axles or
roller cage—roller axles serve only for
positioning. Rollers and roller paths are
fully shielded from dirt and other debris
. . automatically lubricated.
